Personal precautions, protective equipment and emergency procedures: This material may burn, but will not ignite readily.

Toxicity: Experimental studies with rainbow trout, daphnia, and fresh water algae indicate that PAO synthetic base oils are not
expected to be harmful to aquatic organisms.

Persistence and Degradability: Polyalphaolefins (synthesized hydrocarbons) & polyalkylene glycol synthetic base oils are not
considered to be readily biodegradable but may be inherently biodegradable. They are expected to completely biodegrade over
extended periods of time. Most synthetic polyol esters are considered readily biodegradable and are expected to completely
biodegrade over extended periods of time. The hydrocarbons in this material are not readily biodegradable, but since they can be
degraded by microorganisms, they are regarded as inherently biodegradable.

Bioaccumulative Potential: PAO synthetic base oils are not expected to bioaccumulate. Log Kow values measured for the
hydrocarbon components of this material are greater than 5.3, and therefore regarded as having the potential to bioaccumulate. In
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practice, metabolic processes may reduce bioconcentration.

Mobility in Soil: Volatilization to air is not expected to be a significant fate process due to the low vapor pressure of this material.
In water, this material does not impart any sheen and will float and spread over the surface at a rate dependent upon viscosity. The
main fate process is expected to be slow biodegradation of individual components in soil and sediment. Volatilization to air is not
expected to be a significant fate process due to the low vapor pressure of this material. In water, base oils will float and spread over
the surface at a rate dependent upon viscosity. There will be significant removal of hydrocarbons from the water by sediment
adsorption.
